In addition, your safety depends upon you, aswell asyour dealer, carer or healthcare professional
in using good judgement.

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SAFETY

MANDATORY! Do not operate your new power chair for the first time without completely reading
and understanding this owner’s manual.

Your power chair is a state-of-the-art life-enhancement device designed to increase mobility. Pride provides an
extensive variety of productsto best fit the individual needs of the power chair user. Please be aware that the final
selection and purchasing decision regarding the type of power chair to be used is the responsibility of the power
chair user, who is capable of making such a decision and his’her healthcare professional (i.e., medical doctor,
physical therapigt, etc.).

The contents of thismanual are based on the expectation that amobility device expert has properly fitted the power
chair to the user and has assisted the prescribing healthcare professional and/or the authorised Pride Dedler in the
instruction process for the use of the product.

There are certain situations, including some medical conditions, where the power chair user will need to practice
operating the power chair in the presence of a trained attendant. A trained attendant can be defined as a family
member or care professional specially trained in assisting a power chair user in various daily living activities.

Asyou begin using your power chair during daily activities, you will probably encounter situations in which you
will need some practice. Simply take your time and you will soon bein full and confident control as you manoeu-
vre through doorways, on and off of lifts, up and down ramps and over moderate terrain.

Below are some precautions, tips and other safety considerationsthat will helpyou become accustomed to operating the
power chair safely.

Modifications

Pride has designed and engineered your power chair to provide maximum mobility and utility. A wide range of
accessoriesisavailablefrom your authorised Pride Deal er to further customise your power chair to better suit your
needs and/or preferences. However, under no circumstances should you modify, add, remove or disable any fea-
ture, part or function of your power chair.

/fz\ WARNING! Do not modify your power chair in any way not authorised by Pride. Unauthorised

modifications may result in personal injury and/or damage to your power chair.

Pre-Ride Safety Check
Get to know the feel of your power chair and its capabilities. Pride recommends that you perform a safety check
before each useto make sure your power chair operates smoothly and safely. See V1. * Careand Maintenance.”

Perform the following inspections prior to using your power chair:

B Check for proper tyreinflation. Maintain 2.4 bar (35 ps) in eachtyreif equipped with pneumatic tyres.
Check all electrical connections. Make sure they are tight and not corroded.

Check all controller connections to the electronics tray. Make sure they are secured properly.
Check the brakes. SeeVII1. “Careand Maintenance.”

Check battery charge. See V1. “Batteriesand Charging.”

NOTE: If you discover a problem, contact your authorised Pride Dealer for assistance.

Weight Limitations
Your power chair israted for a maximum weight capacity. Please refer to the specifications table for this limit.

WARNING! Exceeding the weight capacity voids your warranty and may result in personal injury
and/or damage to your power chair. Pride will not be held responsible for injuries and/or property

/ijf\ damage resulting from failure to observe weight limitations.

WARNING! Do not carry passengers on your power chair. Carrying passengers on your power
chair may result in personal injury and/or property damage.

Tyre Inflation

If your power chair is equipped with pneumatic tyres, you should check or havethe air pressure checked at |east
once aweek. Proper inflation pressures will prolong the life of your tyres and help ensure the smooth operation
of your power chair.

WARNING! It is important that 2.4 bar (35 psi) tyre pressure be maintained in pneumatic tyres at
all times. Do not underinflate or overinflate your tyres. Low pressure may result in loss of control
and overinflated tyres may burst. Failure to maintain 2.4 bar (35 psi) tyre pressure in pneumatic
tyres at all times may result in tyre and/or wheel failure, causing serious personal injury and/or
damage to your power chair.

WARNING! Inflate your power chair drive tyres from a regulated air source with an available

pressure gauge. Inflating your tyres from an unregulated air source could overinflate them, resulting
in a burst tyre and/or personal injury.

WARNING! When changing a tyre, remove only the centre lug nut, then remove the tyre. If any
further disassembly is required, deflate the tyre completely or it may explode, possibly resulting
in personal injury.

Incline Information

More and more buildings have ramps with specified degrees of inclination, designed for easy and safe access.

Some ramps may have turning switchbacks (180-degree turns) that require you to have good cornering skills on

your power chair.

B Proceed with extreme caution as you approach the downgrade of aramp or other incline.

B Take wide swings with your power chair’s front wheels around any tight corners. If you do that, the power
chair’s rear wheels will follow awide arc, not cut the corner short and not bump into or get hung up on any
railling corners.

B \When driving down aramp, keep the power chair’s speed adjustment set to the slowest speed setting to ensure
asafely controlled descent. SeeVII. “ Operation.”

B Avoid sudden stops and starts.

When climbing an incline, try to keep your power chair moving. If you must stop, start up again slowly and then
accelerate cautiously. When driving down an incline, set your power chair to the slowest setting and drive in the
forward direction only. If your power chair starts to move down the incline faster than you anticipated or desired,
alow it to come to a complete stop by releasing the joystick, then push the joystick forward slightly to ensure a
safely controlled descent.

Drive your power chair straight up the incline. This greatly reduces the possibility of a tip or a

/f\ WARNING! When climbing an incline, do not zigzag or drive at an angle up the face of the incline.
fall. Always exercise extreme caution when negotiating an incline.

WARNING! You should not travel up or down a potentially hazardous incline (i.e., areas covered
with snowy, ice, cut grass or wet leaves).

WARNING! When on any sort of an incline or decline, never place the power chair in freewheel
mode while seated on it or standing next to it. Doing so may result in personal injury and/or
damage to your power chair.

WARNING! Never travel down an incline rearwards. This may result in personal injury.

A WARNING! Your power chair may be equipped with a reclining seatback. This feature is intended
for use on a flat, level surface. Do not negotiate inclines with the seat in a reclined position as
this may result in the power chair tipping over and causing personal injury and/or product damage.

WARNING! Even though your power chair is capable of climbing slopes greater than those
illustrated in figure 1, do not, under any circumstances, exceed the incline guidelines or any
other specifications presented in this manual. Doing so could cause instability in your power
chair, resulting in personal injury and/or damage to your power chair.

Pride recommends that the maximum slope of an incline you attempt to safely ascend or descend on your power
chair does not exceed 8.7% (5°). Seefigure 1.

WARNING! Any attempt to climb or descend a slope steeper than 8.7% (5°) may put your power
chair in an unstable position and cause it to tip, resulting in personal injury.

Braking Information

Your power chair is equipped with two powerful brake systems:

1. Regenerative— useselectricity to rapidly slow the vehiclewhen the joystick returnsto the centre/stop position.

2. Disc Park Brake — activates mechanically after regenerative braking slows the vehicle to near stop or when
power isremoved from the system for any reason.

Cornering Information

While your power chair is equipped with front castor wheels and rear anti-tip wheels, excessively high cornering
speeds can still create the possibility of tipping. Factors which affect the possibility of tipping include, but are not
limited to: cornering speed, steering angle (how sharply you are turning), uneven road surfaces, inclined road
surfaces, riding from an area of low traction to an area of high traction (such as passing from a grassy areato a
paved area— especially at high speed while turning) and abrupt directional changes. High cornering speeds are not
recommended. If you feel that you may tip over in acorner, reduce your speed and steering angle (i.e., lessen the
sharpness of the turn) to prevent your power chair from tipping.

Outdoor Driving Surfaces

Your power chair is designed to provide optimum stability under normal driving conditions—dry, level surfaces
composed of concrete, blacktop or tarmac. However, Pride recognises that there will be times when you will
encounter other surface types. For thisreason, your power chair is designed to perform admirably on packed soil,
grass and gravel. Feel free to use your power chair safely on lawnsand in park areas.

B Reduce your power chair’s speed when driving on uneven terrain and/or soft surfaces.

B Avoid tall grassthat can entangle the running gear.

B Avoid loosely packed gravel and sand.

B If you feel unsure about adriving surface, avoid that surface.

Freewheel Mode
Your power chair isequipped withamanual freewhed systemto alow for manua manoeuvrability by atrained attendant.
For moreinformation about how to place your power chair into and out of freewhedl mode, seelll. * Your Power Chair.”

WARNING! Do not use your power chair in freewheel mode without an attendant present. Personal
injury may result.

WARNING! Do not attempt to personally place your power chair in freewheel mode while seated
on it. Personal injury may result. Ask an attendant for assistance if necessary.

WARNING! Do not place your power chair in freewheel mode while on an incline. The chair could
roll uncontrollably on its own, causing personal injury.

Stationary Obstacles (Steps, Kerbs, etc.)
Proceed with extreme caution when driving near raised surfaces, unprotected |edges and/or drop-offs (kerbs, porches,
stairs, etc.). The correct method for approaching akerb isillustrated in figure 2.

WARNING! Do not attempt to have your power chair climb or descend an obstacle that is
higher than 5 cm (2 in.) unless you have the assistance of an attendant.

WARNING! If your power chair is equipped with a kerb climber, do not attempt to climb any kerb
A in excess of 5 cm (2 in.) in height. Do not approach kerbs at an angle; instead approach any kerb

you intend to ascend or descend in the forward position.

WARNING! Do not attempt to have your power chair proceed rearward down any step, kerb or

other obstacle. This may cause the power chair to tip and cause personal injury.

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Public Streets and Roadways

WARNING! You should not operate your power chair on public streets and roadways. Be aware
that it may be difficult for traffic to see you when you are seated on your power chair. Obey all
local pedestrian traffic rules. Wait until your path is clear of traffic, and then proceed with extreme

caution.

Inclement Weather Precautions

Exposure of your power chair to inclement weather conditions should be avoided whenever possible. If suddenly
caught up inrain, snow, severecold or heat while operating your power chair, proceed to shelter at the earliest opportu-
nity. Thoroughly dry your power chair before storing, charging or operating your power chair.

Doors

B Determineif the door opens toward or away from you.

B Driveyour power chair gently and slowly forward to push the door open. Or drive your power chair gently and
slowly rearward to pull the door open.

Lifts

Modern lifts have adoor edge safety mechanism that, when pushed, reopens the lift door(s).

B |f you are in the doorway of alift when the door(s) begin to close, push on the rubber door edge or allow the
rubber door edge to contact the power chair and the door will reopen.

B Use care that handbags, packages or power chair accessories do not become caught in lift doors.

Motor Vehicle Transport

Pride recommendsthat you do not remain seated in your power chair whiletraveling in amotor vehicle. The power
chair should be stowed in the boot of acar or in the back of atruck or van with the batteries removed and properly
Secured.

WARNING! Although your power chair may be equipped with a positioning belt, this belt is not
designed to provide proper restraint during motor vehicle transport. Anyone traveling in a motor
vehicle should be properly secured in the motor vehicle seat with safety belts fastened securely.

WARNING! Do not sit on your power chair while it is in a moving vehicle. Personal injury and/or
property damage may result.

WARNING! Always be sure your power chair and its batteries are properly secured when it is
being transported. Failure to do so may result in personal injury and/or damage to your power
chair.

If your power chair isnot rated for use asaseat inamotor vehicle, then you
should be properly belted into seats approved by the vehicle manufacturer with your power chair properly stowed for
vehicletransport. If your power chair israted for use asaseat inamotor vehicle, Priderecommendsthat you ensureyour
authorised deder or hedlthcare professional hasproperly configured the power chair and positioning belt for such use.

MANDATORY! In order to verify that your power chair is rated for use as a seat in a motor vehicle,
contact your authorised Pride Dealer.

WARNING! If you require a positioning belt to safely operate your power chair, make sure it is
A fastened securely each time you use your power chair.

Reaching and Bending

Never reach, lean or bend whiledriving your power chair. If it isabsolutely necessary to reach, lean or bend while seated
onyour power chair, itisimportant to maintain astable centre of gravity and keep the power chair fromtipping. Pride
recommendsthat the power chair user determine his’her personal limitationsand practice bending and reachinginthe
presenceof aqualified healthcare professiondl.

WARNING! Do not bend, lean or reach for objects if you have to pick them up from the floor by
reaching down between your knees. Movements such as these may change your centre of gravity

and the weight distribution of the power chair. This may cause your power chair to tip, possibly
A/\ resulting in personal injury.

WARNING! Prevent personal injury! Keep your hands away from the tyres when driving. Be aware
that loose fitting clothing can become caught in drive tyres.

Preventing Unintended Movement

WARNING! If you anticipate being seated in a stationary position for an extended period of time,
turn off the power. This will prevent unexpected motion from inadvertent joystick contact. This
will also eliminate the possibility of unintended chair movement from electromagnetic (EMI)

sources. Failure to do so may result in personal injury.

Batteries
In addition to following the warnings below, be sure to comply with all other battery handling information. For
moreinformation about your power chair’sbatteries, see V1. “Batteriesand Charging.”

WARNING! Power chair batteries are heavy. See specifications table. If you are unable to lift that
much weight, be sure to get help. Lifting beyond your capacity can result in personal injury.

WARNING! Battery posts, terminals and related accessories contain lead and lead compounds.
Wash hands after handling.

WARNING! Always protect the batteries from freezing and never charge a frozen battery. Charging
a frozen battery may result in personal injury and/or damage to the battery.

Battery Disposal and Recycling

If you encounter a damaged or cracked battery, immediately enclose it in a plastic bag and call your authorised
Pride Dealer for instructions on disposal. Your authorised Pride Dealer will also have the necessary information on
battery recycling, which is our recommended course of action.

Prescription Drugs/Physical Limitations
Users must exercise care and common sense when operating a power chair. This includes awareness of safety
issues when taking prescribed or over-the-counter drugs or when the user has specific physical limitations.

Electromagnetic and Radio Frequency I nterference can come from sources such as cellular phones, mobile two-way
radios (such aswalkie-talkies), radio stations, TV stations, amateur radio (HAM) transmitters, wirelesscomputer links,
microwave s gnds, paging transmittersand medium-range mobiletransceiversused by emergency vehicles. Insomecases,
these waves can cause unintended movement or damageto thecontrol system. Every electricaly-powered mobility vehicle
hasanimmunity (or res stance) to EMI. The higher theimmunity level, thegregter the protection against EMI. Thisproduct
has been tested and has passed at animmunity level of 20 V/m.

WARNING! Be aware that cell phones, two-way radios, laptops and other types of radio transmitters
may cause unintended movement of your electrically-powered mobility vehicle due to EMI.
Exercise caution when using any of these items while operating your mobility vehicle and avoid
coming into close proximity of radio and TV stations.

A WARNING! The addition of accessories or components to the electrically-powered mobility vehicle
can increase the susceptibility of the vehicle to EMI. Do not modify your power chair in any way

not authorised by Pride.

WARNING! The electrically-powered mobility vehicle itself can disturb the performance of other
electrical devices located nearby, such as alarm systems.

Electrical Connections

The controller is connected to the front battery box and to
each motor. See figures 6 and 7. The motor connectors are
marked“L” and“R”. The“L” harnessis connected to the left
motor and the “R” harness is connected to the right motor.

Battery Connections: The rear battery box is connected to
the front battery box viathe red connector. The front battery
box is connected to the controller via the black connector.
Each connector islabelled with a“+” on onesideand a“—’
on the other side.

Main Circuit Breakers: There are two 30-amp circuit
breakers that protect the electrical circuits. Each circuit
breaker is mounted on the side of each battery box. See
figure 8. The circuit breaker isin-line with the positive (+)
battery terminal. If the batteries and the motors are heavily
strained (e.g., from excessive loads), these circuit breakers
will trip to prevent damage to the motors and the el ectronics.
If either of the circuit breakerstrip, allow the LX to “rest”
for approximately one minute. Then, push in the circuit
breaker button, turn on the controller power and continue
normal operation. If either circuit breaker continuesto trip
repeatedly, contact your authorised Pride Dealer.

After becoming familiar with your power chair’s operation, you may find the need to make some adjustments to
increase your comfort, such as seatback height, armrest height, foot rigging length and controller position.

WARNING! If your power chair was configured by your authorised Pride Dealer, please consult
your healthcare professional before changing the seat position or making any other adjustment.
Some adjustments may degrade your power chair’s performance and safety by changing its centre
of gravity.

WARNING! Some power chair components are heavy. You may need assistance to lift or carry
them. Please refer to the specifications table for specific component weights before you

disassemble the power chair.

WARNING! Prevent injury. Remove the occupant from the power chair before making any
adjustments.

Seatback Height Adjustment
You can change the seatback height to one of five dif- SEAT CANE
ferent positionsin 2.5-cm (1-in.) increments.

To change the seatback height:

1. Removethe screwsthat attach the canesto theframe.

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BATTERIES AND CHARGING

The power chair usestwo long-lasting, 12-volt, deep-cycle batteriesthat are seal ed and maintenance-free. Sincethey are
sedled, thereisno need to check the el ectrolyte (fluid) level. Degp-cyclebatteriesare designed to handle adeep discharge.
Though they aresimilar in appearanceto automotive batteries, they are not interchangeabl e. Automotive batteriesare not
designed to handle along, deep discharge and also are unsafefor usein power chairs.

WARNING! Battery posts, terminals and related accessories contain lead and lead compounds.
Wash hands after handling.

A WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do not use batteries that exceed the
recommended type and amp-hour capacity. Do not use batteries with different amp-hour capacities.

Refer to specifications table in this manual and in the manual supplied with the battery charger
for recommended type and capacities.

NOTE: For more information on battery charging, refer to the operation manual supplied with your
battery charger.

Charging the Batteries
Thebattery charger isessentia inproviding long lifefor your power chair batteries. It isdesigned to optimiseyour power
chair’sperformance by charging the batteries safely, quickly and easily.

PROHIBITED! Removal of grounding prong can create electrical hazard. If necessary, properly
install an approved 3-pronged adapter to an electrical outlet having 2-pronged plug access. Failure

® to heed could result in personal injury and/or property damage.

PROHIBITED! Never use an extension lead to plug in your battery charger. Plug the charger
directly into a properly wired standard electrical outlet.

WARNING! You must recharge your power chair’s batteries with the supplied off-board battery
charger. Do not use an automotive-type battery charger.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Read the battery charging instructions in
this manual and in the manual supplied with the battery charger before charging the batteries.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do no expose the off-board battery charger
to rain or other sources of moisture unless it has been tested for outdoor use. Refer to the
manual supplied with the battery charger for more information.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Explosive gases may be generated while

charging the batteries. Keep the power chair and the battery charger away from sources of
ignition such as flames or sparks and provide adequate ventilation when charging the batteries.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Inspect the battery charger, wiring and
connectors for damage before each use. Contact your authorised Pride Dealer if damage is found.

WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! If your off-board battery charger has not

been tested and approved for outdoor use, then do not expose it to adverse or extreme weather
A conditions. If the battery charger is exposed to adverse or extreme weather conditions, then it

must be allowed to adjust to the difference in environmental conditions before use indoors.
Refer to the manual supplied with the battery charger for more information.

To chargethe batteries using the off-board charger:

1. Position the front of your power chair next to astandard electrical outlet.

2. Turn off the power to the controller.

3. Plug the off-board charger into the off-board charger port on the front of the controller. See figure 5.
4. Plug the off-board charger into the electrical outlet.

NOTE: If itisa Pride off-board charger, then therearetwo lightsin it. Thered light indicates that power to the
off-board charger ison. The green light indicates that the batteries are fully charged. If it is not a Pride off-
board charger, then follow the instructions supplied by the manufacturer.

5. When the batteries are fully charged, unplug the off-board charger from the electrical outlet and then from the
off-board charger port.

Battery Break-in

To break in new batteriesfor maximum efficiency:

1. Fully recharge any new battery prior to itsinitial use. Thiswill bring the battery up to about 90% of its peak
performance.

2. Operate your power chair about the house and grounds. Move slowly at first and do not travel too far until you
become accustomed to the controlsand break-in the batteries.

3. Givethebatteriesanother full charge of 8to 14 hoursand run the power chair again. The batterieswill now perform at
over 90% of their potential.

4. After four or five charging cycles, the batteries will top off at 100% charge and last for an extended period.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQSs)

Can | use adifferent battery charger?
You should usethe charger supplied with the power chair. It isthe safest, most efficient tool to charge the batteries.
We do not recommend using other types of chargers (e.g., an automotive battery charger).

How often mugt | chargethe batteries?
Many factors come into play when deciding how often to charge the batteries. You may use your power chair all
day on adaily basis or you may not use it for weeks at atime.

B Daily Us
If you use your power chair on adaily basis, charge the batteries as soon as you are finished using your power
chair. Your power chair will be ready each morning to giveyou afull day’sservice. It isrecommended that you
charge the batteries 8 to 14 hours after daily use.

B Infrequent Use
If you use your power chair infrequently (once aweek or less), you should charge the batteries at | east once per
week for 12 to 14 hours.
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VI. BATTERIES AND CHARGING

NOTE: Keep your batteries fully charged and avoid deeply discharging your batteries. Do not charge the
batteries for more than 24 hours at a charging cycle.

How can | get maximum range or distance per charge?

Rarely do you have an ideal driving situation such as smooth, flat, hard terrain with no wind, hills or curves.
More often you are presented with hills, pavement cracks, uneven and loosely packed surfaces, curves and
wind. All of these factors will affect the distance or running time per battery charge. Below are a few sugges-
tions for obtaining the maximum range per charge:

B Always charge the batteriesfully prior to your trip.

B Plan your trip in advance to avoid inclinesif possible.

B Limit baggage weight to essential items.

B Try to maintain an even speed and avoid stop-and-go driving.

What type of batteries should | use?

We recommend deep-cycle batteries that are sealed and maintenance free. Both AGM and Gel-Cell are deep-cycle
batteries that are similar in performance. Refer to the specifications table for more information regarding the
batteries used with your power chair.

WARNING! Corrosive chemicals contained in batteries. Use only AGM or Gel-Cell batteries to
reduce the risk of leakage or explosive conditions.

Why do my new batteries seem weak?

Deep-cycle batteries employ amuch different chemical technology than that used in car batteries, nickel-cadmium
(nicads) or in other common battery types. Deep-cycle batteries are specifically designed to provide power, drain down
their charge and then accept arelatively quick recharge. AGM and Gel-Cell batteries should be charged as often as
possible. They do not havea“memory” like nickel-cadmium batteries.

We work closely with our battery manufacturer to provide a battery that best suits your power chair’s specific
demands. Fresh batteriesarriveregularly at Pride and are promptly shipped with afull charge. During shipping, the
batteries encounter temperature extremes that may influence initial performance. Heat robs the charge from the
battery, and cold slows the power available and extends the time needed to recharge the battery (just aswith acar
battery).

It might take afew daysfor thetemperature of the battery to stabilise and adjust to its new ambient temperature. More
importantly, it will takeafew “charging cycles’ (apartial drain—then afull recharge) to establishthecritical chemical
baancethat isessentia to the battery’s peak performanceandlong life. It will bewel | worthit to takethetimeto break in
your battery properly.

NOTE: Theuseful life of a battery is quite often a reflection of the careit receives.

How can | ensure maximum battery life?

A fully charged deep-cycle battery will provide reliable performance and extended battery life. Keep your power
chair’s batteries fully charged whenever possible. Batteriesthat are regularly and deeply discharged, infrequently
charged or stored without afull charge may be permanently damaged, causing unreliable power chair operation
and limited battery life.
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How should | storemy power chair and itsbatteries?
If you do not use your power chair regularly, we recommend maintaining battery vitality by charging the batteries
at least once per week.

If you do not plan on using your power chair for an extended period, fully charge the batteries prior to storage.
Disconnect the battery harnesses and store the power chair in awarm, dry environment. Avoid temperature ex-
tremes, such as freezing and excessively hot conditions, and never attempt to charge a frozen battery. A cold or
frozen battery should be warmed for several days prior to recharging.

What about public transport?

AGM and Gel-Cell batteries are designed for application in power chairs and other mobility vehicles, allowing
safe transport on aircraft, buses and trains, as there is no danger of spillage or leakage. We suggest you contact
the carrier’sticket counter in advance to determine that carrier’s specific requirements.

What about shipping?
If you wish to use afreight company to ship your power chair to your final destination, repack your power chair in
the original shipping container and ship the batteries in separate boxes.
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THE PILOT CONTROLLER

The electronic controller iswhat you use to operate your power chair. It takes the battery voltage and sends it
to the appropriate system. The electronic controller also enables you to monitor battery capacity, electronic
controller functions and the condition of your electrical system. The Pilot electronic controller is an integral
electronic controller. All of the electronics necessary to operate your power chair are contained in one module.
Seefigure 31. Typically, the Pilot ismounted to one of the armrests and is connected to the motors and batteries at
the electronicstray.

The controller supplied with your power chair has been pre-programmed to meet your needs. The program is set
using either a personal computer with software provided by the controller manufacturer or with a hand-held pro-
grammer, also provided by the controller manufacturer.

WARNING! The controller program can affect speed, acceleration, deceleration and braking. If it
is programmed incorrectly or outside of the safe limits as determined by your healthcare
professional, it can create a dangerous situation. Only the power chair manufacturer, an authorized
representative of the manufacturer or a trained service technician should program the controller.

Joystick

Thejoystick controlsthe direction and speed of your
power chair. When you move the joystick from the
neutral (centre) position, the electromagnetic brakes
release and allow your power chair to move. The
farther you push the joystick from its neutral posi-
tion, the faster your power chair moves. When you
release the joystick and alow it to return to the
netural position, you engage the electromagnetic
brakes. This causes your power chair to decelerate
and come to a compl ete stop. Figure 31. Pilot Controller

WARNING! If your power chair begins to move in an unexpected manner, immediately release the
joystick. Unless the joystick is damaged, this action should stop your power chair.

On/Off Button
Thisisagreen button located in front of the joystick. It turns the Pilot on and off.

WARNING! Unless faced with an emergency situation, do not use the on/off button to stop the

i’: chair. This will cause the power chair to stop abruptly.

WARNING! Always turn the power off when you are stationary to prevent unexpected movement.
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Battery Condition Meter

The battery condition meter islocated in front of the joystick. Thisis a 10-segment illuminated display that indi-
catesthat the Pilot is powered on and also givesthe battery status, the Pilot status and the electrical system status.
B Red, yellow and green lightslit: Batteries charged; Pilot and electrical system OK.

Red and yellow lights|it: Charge batteries if possible; Pilot and electrical system OK.

Red lightsonly lit or slow flash: Charge batteries as soon as possible; Pilot and electrical system OK.
Rapid flash of lights: Indicates afault in the Pilot or the electrical system. Refer to “Pilot Error Codes.”
Rippleup and down of lights: Thejoystick was not in the neutral position when the controller was turned on.
If you get “ripple up and down of lights,” turn off the controller, allow the joystick to return to the neutral
position, then turn on the controller.

NOTE: If you still get “ripple up and down of lights,” contact your authorised Pride Dealer.

NOTE: When the batteries approach a discharged state, the first red light will begin to slowly flash, reminding
you the batteries need to be charged immediately!

Speed Control Knob
Sets the maximum speed of the power chair: clockwise to increase, anticlockwise to decrease.

NOTE: We recommend that the first few times you operate your power chair, you turn the speed control to the
slowest setting until you become familiar with your new power chair.

Off-board Charger/Programming Socket

You may use an off-board charger to charge the power chair batteries through the 3-pin socket |ocated on the front
of thePilot. If you usean off-board charger, the charger current should not exceed 8 amps. Contact your authorised Pride
Dedler for moreinformation.

WARNING! Only chargers with Neutrik NC3MX plugs should be connected to the off-board charger/
programming socket. See your authorised Pride Dealer for more information.

NOTE: The off-board charger/programming socket may also be used for reprogramming the Pilot. Contact
your authorised Pride Dealer for more information.

Controller Connector
This connects the Pilot to the power chair’s batteries, motors and motor brakes.

Motor Connectors
These connect the Pilot to the power chair’s motors and motor brakes.
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Thermal Rollback

The Pilot is equipped with athermal rollback circuit. This circuit monitors the temperature of the motors and the
Pilot. Inthe event that either one of the motors or the Pilot becomes excessively hot (above 50°C/122° F), the Pilot
reduces the motor voltage. For every degree above 50°C (122° F), the controller reduces the voltage by 5 volts.
This reduces your power chair’s speed and allows the electrical components to cool down. When the temperature
returnsto asafe level, your power chair resumesits normal speed.

WARNING! Under strenuous driving conditions, it is possible for the bottom and side case
temperature of the Pilot to exceed 40.56°C (105° F). DO NOT touch the side or bottom of the Pilot

case under these circumstances.

Trouble Codes

In addition to indicating the current state of battery charge, the battery condition meter can also indicate possible
problems with your power chair. The battery condition meter has ten lights. The lights provide information by the
number of lightsthat are flashing. If any of the meter lights are flashing rapidly, the controller may beindicating a
fault. For instance, if thefirst light isflashing rapidly, the battery voltageis nearly depleted. Thefollowingisalist
of the possible errors signified by the rapidly flashing meter. When you get atrouble code, contact your authorised
Pride Dealer.

TheV Sl isanintegrd eectronic controller. All of thee ectronicsnecessary to operatethe power chair arecontainedin one
module. Seefigure 32. Typicaly, the VSl ismounted to one of thearmrestsand isconnected to the motors, batteriesand
the off-board battery charger at the power base. TheV SI may be used to control some optional systems such as power
elevating seetsand lights.

The controller supplied with your power chair has been pre-programmed to meet your needs. The programisset using
either apersonal computer with software provided by the controller manufacturer or with ahand-held programmer, also
provided by the controller manufacturer.

2-Pin Battery Connector
Thecontroller connector connectstheV Sl to the power chair’ sbatteries.

Motor Connectors
Theleft and right motor connectors connect theV Sl controller to the power chair’smotorsand motor brakes.

WARNING! Failure to properly align the connectors can result in damage to the controller, the
charger and the connectors.
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Thermal Rollback

TheV Sl controller isequipped with athermd rollback circuit. Thiscircuit monitorsthetemperature of the controller, which
roughly trand atesto motor temperature. Inthe event that the VSl controller becomesexcessively hot (above 60°C/140° F),
motor current (amperage) isreduced. For every degree above 60°C (140° F), themotor current limit isreduced by .55
ampsuntil theV Sl controller reaches70°C (158° F), at which timethe current output isreduced to zero. Thisreducesyour
power chair’s*“power,” which could also reduce your power chair’s speed, and allowsthe el ectrical componentsand
motorsto cool down. When thetemperaturereturnsto asafelevel, your power chair resumesitsnormal operation.

VSI Error Codes

TheV Sl controller isdesigned with the user’ s saf ety asthe prime consideration. It incorporates many sophisticated self-
test featureswhich search for potential problemsat arate of 100 timesper second. If the VSl detectsaproblem either in
itsown circuitsor inthepower chair’selectrical system, it may decideto stop the power chair, depending onthe severity
of theproblem. TheV Sl isdesigned to maximisethe user’ ssafety under al normal conditions. Thetablebelow identifies
theindividua error codes. Error codesare displayed asarapid flashing of the battery condition meter lights. If you get one
of these error codes, contact your authorised Pride Dedler.

FLASHING LIGHTS DIAGNOSIS AND SOLUTION

1 The batteries need charging or there is a bad connection to the batteries. Check the
connections to the batteries. If the connections are good, try charging the batteries.

2 The left motor has a bad connection. Check the left motor connection.

The left motor has a short circuit to a battery connection. Contact your authorised
Pride Dealer.

The right motor has a bad connection. Check the right motor connection.

5 The right motor has a short circuit to a battery connection. Contact your authorised
Pride Dealer.

The power chair is being inhibited by the battery charger. Unplug the battery charger.
7 A joystick fault is indicated. Make sure that the joystick is in the neutral (centre)

position before turning on the controller.

8 A controller system fault is indicated. Make sure that all connections are secure.

The parking brakes have a bad connection. Check the parking brake and motor
connections. Make sure the controller connections are secure.

10 An excessive voltage has been applied to the controller. This is usually caused by

a poor battery connection. Check the battery connections.
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Your Pride LX isasophisticated power chair. Like any motorized vehicle, it requires routine maintenance checks.
You can perform some of these checks, but others require assistance from your authorised Pride Dealer. Preventive
maintenance is very important. If you follow the maintenance checks in this section as scheduled, you can help
ensure that your power chair gives you years of trouble-free operation. If you have any doubt as to your power
chair’s care or operation, contact your authorised Pride Dealer.

WARNING! Prevent injury. Do not service the power chair when the seat is occupied.

Your power chair, like most electrical equipment, is susceptible to damage from the elements. Avoid damp
areas of any kind.

WARNING! Direct exposure to water or dampness could cause the power chair to malfunction
A electronically and mechanically. Water can cause electrical components to corrode and the

chair’s frame to rust.

Should your power chair comein contact with water:

1. Dry your power chair asthoroughly as possible with atowel.

2. Allow your power chair to sitin awarm, dry place for 12 hours to allow unseen water to evaporate.
3. Check the joystick operation and the brakes before using your power chair again.

4. If any inconsistencies are found, take your power chair to your authorised Pride Dealer.

Temperature

B Some of the parts of your power chair are susceptible to extreme changes in temperature. Always keep your
power chair between the temperatures of -8°C (18°F) and 50°C (122°F).

B |nextremely cold temperaturesthe batteries may freeze. The specific temperature at which they freeze depends
on anumber of factors, such as battery charge, usage and composition of the batteries (e.g., AGM or Gel-Céell).

B Temperatures above 50°C (122°F) may cause your power chair to operate at a reduced speed. This reduced
speed is a safety feature built into the controller that helps prevent damage to the motor and other electrical
components. See VII. “Operation.”

General Guidelines

B Avoid knocking or bumping the controller, especially the joystick.

Avoid prolonged exposure of your power chair to extreme conditions, such as heat, cold or moisture.
Keep the controller system clean.

Check all connectorsto ensure that they are all tight and secured properly.
Makesurethedrivetyresareinflatedto 2.4 bar (35 ps) if equipped with pneumatic tyres.

/2\ WARNING! Overinflating tyres can cause them to explode and can result in personal injury.
WARNING! Do not use a high pressure hose to inflate your tyres.

B Usearubber conditioner on the tyre sidewallsto help preserve them.

WARNING! Never use a rubber conditioner on the tread area of the tyres; doing so may make the
tyres slippery and cause your power chair to skid.
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B Check all ectrica connections. Makesurethey aretight and arenot corroded. Batteriesmust Sit flat within the battery
boxes. Refer to the battery wiring label for the correct wiring layout.

B The body shroud has been sprayed with a clear sealant coating. You can apply alight coat of car wax to help it
retain its high-gloss appearance.

B All wheel bearings are prelubricated and sealed. They require no subsequent lubrication.

Daily Checks

B \Withthecontroller system turned off, check thejoystick. Make sureit isnot bent or damaged and that it returns
to the neutral position when you release it. Check the rubber boot around the base of the joystick for damage.
Visually inspect the boot. Do not handle or try to repair it. See your authorised Pride Deadler if there is a
problem.

B Visualy ingpect the controller cable. Make sure that it is not frayed, cut or has any wires exposed. See your
authorised Pride Dedler if thereis a problem.

B Check for flat spots on solid tyres. Flat spots could adversely affect stability.

Weekly Checks

B Disconnect and inspect the controller from the power base. Look for corrosion. Contact your authorised Pride
Dealer if necessary.

B Ensurethat al parts of the controller system are securely fastened to your power chair. Do not overtighten any
screws.

B Check for proper tyreinflation. There should be 2.4 bar (35 psi) in each tyre. If atyre doesnot hold air, see an
authorised Pride Dedler for replacement of thetube.

B Cadlibrate the joystick if a noticeable difference in performance is detected or if the joystick does not operate
properly. To calibrate the joystick, power off the unit, place the joystick in the neutral position and power the
unit back on. If aproblem still exists with your joystick’s performance, contact your authorised Pride Dealer.

B Check the brakes. Thistest should be carried out on alevel surface with at least 1 metre (3 feet) of clearance
around your power chair.

To check the brakes:

1. Turnon the unit and turn down the speed level of your power chair.

2. After one second, check the battery condition meter. Make sure that it remains on.

3. Slowly push thejoystick forward until you hear the electric brakes click. Immediately release the joystick. You
must be able to hear each electrical brake operating within afew seconds of joystick movement. Repeat this
test three times, pushing the joystick rearwards, then left and then right.

Monthly Checks

B Check for drive tyre wear. See your authorised Pride Dealer for repair.

B Check the castor wheels for wear. Replace them as necessary.

B Check the castor forks for damage or fluttering which indicates that they may need to be adjusted or have the
bearings replaced. See your authorised Pride Dealer for repair.

B Keep your power chair clean and free of foreign material, such as mud, dirt, hair, food, drink, etc.

Yearly Checks
Take your power chair to your authorised Pride Dealer for yearly maintenance. This helps ensure that your power
chair isfunctioning properly and helps prevent future complications.
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Storage
Your power chair should be stored in adry place, free from temperature extremes. When storing, disconnect the
batteries from the power chair. See V1. “Batteries and Charging.”

/i':\ WARNING! If you fail to store the unit properly, the frame can rust and the electronics can be
damaged.

Cleaning and Disinfection

B Use adamp cloth and mild, non-abrasive cleanser to clean the plastic and metal parts of your power chair.
Avoid using products that may scratch the surface of your power chair.

B If necessary, clean your product with an approved disinfectant. Make sure the disinfectant is safe for use on
your product before application.

WARNING! Prevent personal injury and product damage! Follow all safety instructions for the
proper use of the disinfectant before applying it to your product.

WARNING! Never hose off your power chair or place it in direct contact with water. Your power
chair can be easily wiped clean with a damp cloth.

WARNING! Never use any chemicals to clean a vinyl seat, as they may cause the seat to become
slippery or dry out and crack. Use soapy water and dry the seat thoroughly.

Disposal of Your Power Chair

Your power chair must be disposed of according to applicable local and national statutory regulations. Contact
your local waste disposal agency or authorised Pride Dealer for information on proper disposal of power chair
packaging, metal frame components, plastic components, electronics and batteries.

Wheel Replacement

Your power chair wheels are equipped with solid tyre inserts. In order to replace the wheels, you must replace the
entire wheel assembly. If your power chair is equipped with optional pneumatic tyres and you have aflat tyre, you
can replace the tube. Replacement tyres, tubes and wheel assemblies arereadily available through your authorised
Pride Dealer.

WARNING! To avoid possible injury, be sure that the unit’s power is turned off and the power
/ff\ chair is not in freewheel mode before performing this procedure.
WARNING! Completely deflate the tyre before attempting repair.

Follow these easy stepsfor quick and safe wheel replacement:

Turnoff the power to the controller.

Make sure that the power chair isin drive mode.

Raise and support the power chair so that the wheel isat least 2.5 cm (1 in.) off of the ground.
If you are changing apneumétic tyre, completely deflateit beforeremoving thewhed.

Pry off the hub cap.

Removethedrivewhed nut and washersfromwheel axle. Seefigure 34.

Pull the wheel assembly off of the axle.

Separate thetyre and tubefrom the rim and replace with anew tubefor pneumatic tyres. Seefigure 35.
Slide the wheel assembly onto the shaft. Make sure the axle key isin the axle slot.
