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Finding an architect
A building project, large or small, can be a daunting
experience and using an architect could save you
time and money. This leaflet explains the range of
services available to assist with your selection of the
right RIBA Registered Practice
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It is a good question. You want to build
something; why not just tell a builder what
you have in mind and leave them to get 
on with it?

Hopefully, your builder will be excellent at
building. But only an architect will interpret
your ideas creatively and manage the
project professionally, providing you with
value for money, peace of mind and, most
importantly, an exceptional end result.

Value for money
Architects are professional problem-
solvers. Their experience and insights 
can help stretch your budget and add value
to your property. They might suggest new
ways of utilising space and light, widen 
the palette of materials, finishes or fittings, 
find a builder at the right price, and propose
design solutions that will reduce your 
bills when the building is up and running.
At a fraction of the total cost of your 
project, an architect’s fees will prove a
sound investment.

Peace of mind
You think the builders will be doing all 
the hard work? A mountain of paperwork
awaits anyone undertaking a building
project. But an architect can help make a
molehill of it. When you hire an architect,
you have someone on your side who 
knows the construction industry’s working
methods and standards and can guide 
you through all the relevant legislation,
regulations and contractual arrangements.
They will have the recognised educational
qualifications and have reached the level 
of experience necessary to be registered
with the Architects’ Registration Board*
and thereby legally qualify for the title of
‘architect’. The earlier they are brought in,
the more they can help get the project
moving, too, with site studies, securing
planning approvals and working out
financing.

Imagination
An architect can lift your project out of the
ordinary, and turn a functional structure 
into one that can give pleasure for decades.
Whether it’s a modern extension, a period
restoration or a new HQ, there will be
architects whose inspiration and ideas 
will help to realise and even exceed your
own ambitions.

Why do I need an architect?
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All building projects are one-offs. 
Every site, every client, every brief is
different. There is no single solution to 
your project, and there is a galaxy of 
gifted architects able to offer their own
approach to the project.

So how do you find the right one? 
The first step is to narrow your focus and
assemble a shortlist of RIBA registered
practices. 

Why use an RIBA registered practice?
The RIBA Register of Practices was set up
to clarify the status of each architectural
practice, its expertise and the services it
offers. To register, a practice must meet 
the following criteria:

_ It must hold Professional Indeminity 
Insurance cover appropriate to the 
scale and type of work it undertakes.

_At least one partner or director in the 
practice must be a Chartered Architect
(a member of the RIBA)

_ 80% of its registered architects must be 
Chartered Architects

_ It must have in place management 
procedures to ensure that its architects 
comply with the RIBA’s Continuing 
Professional Development (CPD) 
obligations and adhere to the RIBA 
Code of Conduct.

What should I look for?
Before you start putting together your
shortlist, consider the demands of the
project you are undertaking and ask
yourself a few questions. Think about the
size of firm you would like to work with and
any specific experience or specialisation
you would like it to have. Should the
practice be based locally or within a 
certain range of your project? Is there a
specific approach or philosophy of design 
(eg. modernist, neo-classical, green) 
it should follow?

Once you have a firm idea about the kind 
of practice you would like to work with, 
you are ready to find the right architect 
for your job.

How do I find the right architect?
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The RIBA offers four different services
aimed at helping you find the architect 
you need. Choose the route that you 
feel is most appropriate to the scale of 
your project.

_ Free nomination service
_Online directory of registered practices
_Paper-based directories of registered 

practices
_Architectural competitions service

Free nomination service
Provide the RIBA with details of your project
– whatever the scope and scale – and we
will come back with a ready-made shortlist
of registered architectural practices
equipped to help, drawn from our national
database of over 4000 firms. Your list will
give details of a number of firms, all with 
the skills and experience to meet your
needs, and is sent with a free RIBA guide
with advice about how to select, appoint
and work with your architect.

Online directory of registered practices
Our directory of over 4000 registered
practices can also be searched, online, 
as often as you like. Go to www.ribafind.org
and enter one or more search terms:
project size, practice location, service
required and sectors of expertise. Or use
the advanced search and a wider range 
of criteria to hone your options still further.

While you are online, you might like to
submit details of your project to our free
referral service and receive a tailored
shortlist of nominated practices that fit 
the bill.
