Week #1: Your Work Matters to God 

Group Discussion Question:  Do you think your work matters to God? 
 

Much of the work of the ministry according to God’s plan takes place in the workplace. 

The workplace accounts for 40 to 75% of our time; therefore it is a huge field for ministry 

opportunity. 

 

You may think I’m not a Minister, according to Ephesians 4:12 -13 …”to prepare God’s 

people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up…until we all reach unity 

in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole 

measure of the fullness of Christ”

Week #3: Your Work Matters to God… WhenYour Work Matters to You 

Group Discussion Question: What do you see in the lives of the people you work 

with, work around or attend school with? 

 
 “When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were harassed and 

helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. 37 Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, 

but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his 

harvest field.”   Matt 9:36-38 

 

What do you do when your work matters to you? 
 

1.  Prepare yourself like you would any other task you take seriously. 

 

2.  Embrace an attitude of faithfulness and excellence to ensure success. 

 

3.  Personal Workplace Readiness. 

 

1. Does your personal life/character reflect Godly behavior? 
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2. Does the quality of your work shine bright enough to cause those in your workplace to 

glorify God for the work you do? 

3. The day you see the needs of people in the work/marketplace is the day your ministry is 

born. 

4. Do you have personal bible study skills and habits? 

5. Do you know how to pray to get results? 

 

Week #4: As unto the Lord – Does your work glorify God? 

Discussion Question:  Are the ways, in which, you work and your motives God-

honoring? 
 

For we hear that some among you are leading an undisciplined life, doing no work at all, but 

acting like busybodies. Now such persons we command exhort in the Lord Jesus Christ to work 

in quiet fashion and eat their own bread. (2 Thessalonians 3:11-12) 

 

“Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for men” – Col. 3:23 

• Share a time when this scripture had “real” meaning to you. 

o Co-worker or supervisor treated you unfairly 

o Ungodly situations at the workplace? 

o Asked to do something ungodly by a boss or supervisor 

o Led by the Holy Spirit to speak or confront a co-worker or supervisor? 

 

I Cor. 10:31 – So then, whether you eat or drink, or whatever you may do, do all for the honor 

and glory of God – Amp
