OUR HISTORY

The History of John Stortz & Son

John Stortz’s original plan had been to travel to
the fabled gold fields of California to seek his
fortune. Disembarking in Philadelphia, howev-
er, he discovered that his skills as an experi-
enced toolmaker were much in demand. He
plied his trade in the city of his arrival and his
reputation grew.

After a few years, he made plans to establish
his own business. In 1853 he purchased an
existing cutlery and tool manufacturing
business at 210 Vine Street, not far from the
waterfront where he had arrived almost
penniless a few years before. He never did make
it to the California gold fields and, over a hundred and sixty years later, the Stortz family is
still making tools at 210 Vine Street in the Old City section of Philadelphia.

Five generations of toolmaking in America
have given John Stortz & Son a long
perspective on cycles and change in the
toolmaking industry.
