Seat piping, or welt, has been used by classic and modern 
car trimmers to give their seats structure and definition 
as well as an elegant design feature for many years.

We produce covered piping in a full range of materials 
including fabric, vinyl, and skived leather. We also produce 
extruded PVC piping in most colours. All our piping and 
piping cores are produced in house using Leedum’s or 
customer’s own materials.

We extrude all our own piping cores, both solid and 
hollow in a range of plastics to give varying degrees of 
softness and flexibility.

Decorative fabric piping
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Perforated leather is no stranger to car interiors. 
We are proud to offer something different in the 
form of bespoke designs that can be perforated 
and wrapped around a contrasting colour for 
maximum effect, or a similar hue for a more 
subtle hint of ingenuity.

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Our perforations to date have experimented 
with a range of geometric shapes. We 
ensure the aesthetic of any design never 
detracts from the stability of the product.

Embossed & debossed leather piping
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This piping is foil printed using 
a triangle pattern. Wrapping a 
coloured pattern around our 
high quality cores created an 
even more vivid contrast.

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This new seat piping can be illuminated with LED light. We 
either wrap this in material for a solid effect or combine it with 
our perforated piping to give a more subtle edge to impress.

LED illuminated piping
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This is also LED. With a vibrant mesh 
used over the core this design gives 
a luxurious point of difference, even 
before the light is used.
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With or without a core and a width of 
only a few millimetres, this is a sleek 
and discreet addition to your seating 
available in a vast variety of colours.

Micropiping
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We can produce extruded PVC piping in most plastic 
materials to meet your unique profiles. These come in 
a huge range of colours with a width of up to 50mm.

Piping cores can either be 
supplied from stock or made 
especially. At Leedum we 
extrude all of our own piping 
cores; both solid and hollow, 
in a range of plastics to 
give a varying degrees of 
softness and flexibility.

Our polypropylene extrusions are the trustworthy 
tool used to ensure seat covers stay in place on 
their metal frames. These are available in a wide 
variety of profiles and lengths.

Extruded Cores
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Leedum retention strips play a large part in 
high-end seat assembly. Although unseen, we 
produce to the same high quality specifications 
of our more visible components.

As with our piping, we can supply retention strips 
with any core diameter and flange width. Holes 
or other shaped perforations can be spaced on 
the flange to suit your individual requirements.

Splitting: Leather being split to a uniform thickness
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Using a fully automated CNC machine to process your 
cutting pattern, we optimise the use of material every 
time to get the best yield from each unique hide.

We split leather to any thickness enabling the greatest 
consistency across each production run.

CNC cutting Leather splitting
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If it’s simply the edge of the leather that you’re looking 
to thin, we are able to accurately skive and join the 
edges of leather parts, piping and binding.

At Leedum we use a traditional hand operated machine 
to emboss or deboss your design onto leather. This 
ensures quality craftsmanship and attention to detail 
goes into every hand-pressed piece.

Leather Skiving Embossing and Debossing
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Our machines can slit most materials on the roll to 
very accurate widths. We can supply quality material 
to your specification or slit material supplied by you. 
 
We can wind and slit most materials on the roll with 
the capability of handling rolls of up to 1.6m long 
with a depth of 30cm.

Material slittingLaser cutting and Engraving

Our UK made flatbed high speed laser is the best in its 
class, enabling us to laser engrave or cut leather with 
complete accuracy and great speed. The thicker the 
leather the deeper we can go to give you the highest 
level of detail.

We are also able to cut or engrave a variety of materials 
directly from the roll.
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Perforations and cut outs can be provided to assist in 
the flexibility of the product. Alternatively, bespoke dies 
can be used to create sewing markers on the flange to 
assist in later construction.

Notching

Leedum can produce and engrave embossing dies in 
house to a very high tolerance with our state of the art 
precision CNC milling machine. We can produce both 
plate and cylindrical dies to meet your requirements.
