
Obtaining Images Via Dropbox
Microsoft Edge 

Step 1. Click the link to the image folder to launch dropbox in your web browser

Route A - (Without a Dropbox Account) 
Step 2. Click the download button and hit ‘Direct Download’



Step 3. Click the save button to save the entire image library to your computer

Step 4. Once downloaded extract the files from the zipped folder. 
Tip! Use a third party extract tool/compression software such as WinZip (https://www.winzip.com/)  or 
7Zip (https://www.7-zip.org/) 

Note: Download time for zipped image file (dependant on connection speed) 1 hour + . Account Log in 
route B advised.

Route B - (With a Dropbox Account) 
You can register for an account via this link https://www.dropbox.com/register
Step 1. Once signed in you will have the opportunity to browse the images. 
Images are saved as
• Product Images by Code 
• Lifestyle Images by range/product name 
• Thumbnails ready made for you saved by code_thumbnail

• You can use search terms to find individual or groups of images you need.
• When searching for products search by entire code or code prefix
• When searching for lifestyle images search by product/range name
