A 
batt ery’s performance is parti cularly limited in temperatures well below freezing. Using the device with 3G 
network can signifi cantly decrease batt ery life!

An incoming call rings on the GDP-04Ai as well as on the att ached analog phone. The user can answer the call from 
either phone.
To switch an ongoing call from the GDP-04Ai to the att ached analog phone, press the “Space” key (on the character 
keyboard).
