Dear friends,

"EMPOWERMENT" is the theme of our newsletter ... it's a term used so frequently
nowadays. It made me think quite a bit - what do we really mean with empowerment? For what
do we presume to give "power"? and what kind of "power" do we talk about?

InaCentre like KIRAN, where we are daily dealing with the more or less visible abilities
and disabilities of our children and youngsters, it is clear that we aim at "empowering" them
with skills and capacities which may help them
to get a place in the job-market of today's
world, or at least, to become able to do some |+
meaningful work and get an earning which |
secures them acceptance and respect in their
family. But the big question is: what can and
must we teach them, so as to let them be
empowered to face life with dignity and
courage? Of course, there is need of English
and Hindi-classes, maths, and science and all
that stuff ... and of course value-education
is also on the list. Then on every Wednesday,
we try with our "kalakaar-divas" to have a day
of creativity, a day where the children are let
more free to be creative and act out of their
intuitions. But is this enough ??

I have recently stayed for a few days in
one of India's most advanced metropolitan
cities, and I must say, seeing this boiling city-
life, I am deeply confused ... What are we
aiming at today? Where will this
"empowerment” towards more and more of
everything lead us?

When Rabindranath Tagore wrote many years ago, that the aim of our entire life should
be to become conscious of the Infinite in all our thoughts and actions, he surely also meant a
kind of empowerment. He spoke of the "power" which is present in every person's heart and
mind, of the "divine Energy" which is at the origin of our every breath and heart-beat. Yes,
I believe with Rabindranath Tagore, that we can empower our young people of today best, if
we help them to get in fouch with this "Power Within" ---- which is definitely not an easy task
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I am very grateful that we have been able to keep up, in KIRAN, the habit of starting
the day all together with a kind of morning-celebration, which includes, between songs and a
guiding word for the day, a long moment of silence also, so as to let our wandering mind get in
touch with that Flame of Life within.

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ECONOMIC EMPOWERMENT

The evolution of treatment strategies for persons with disability has passed through
four main stages. These have been predominantly influenced by the human value system,
religion, scientific and technological development. At the first stage most of the societies
denied the disabled the right to live. The second stage was influenced by the religion.
Compassion was a teaching of most religions. This led to the development of ashram
culture.

At present, the tendency is to level a person with disability (PWD) on the basis of
his/her medical condition. This model does not focus adequately on residual ability of a
person who is impaired. History is repeated with examples of persons with disabilities
having made significant contribution to science, technology, literature, engineering and
to other fields. Therefore, it is being advocated that a social model should be adopted in
order to empower PWD in real sense. This
simply means that focus should shift from NSRS, “§ . 0= A
limitation to ability. Every child and adult ' sl |7 LB
should be assisted for his/her abilities
despite disabilities and given training
accordingly to achieve the goal of psycho-
social acceptance and full participation in
the social and economic life of the
country.

A revolutarnary decision was taken
by international convention team on 24th
August 2006, in which it was decided that

*  Disabled persons’s can get their property along with its ownership.

*  They will get equal opportunity in marriage, medical facility, education, employment
and other kind of cultural life.

* It was decided to form an international system to evaluate the actual condition of
disability, and if it is not found up-to the norm, then there must be a provision of
punishment to the people who are responsible for it.

*  This convention is mainly based on the protection of rights and honour of disabled
persons.

Slowly awareness came in our society and so many declarations were made at national
and international level relating to PWD. Accordingly, committees were also formed in
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our country at national, state and district level for smooth implementation of welfare
policies concerned to disabled persons to empower them in the future.

Section 33 of the PWD (equal opportunities, protection of rights and full participation)
Act 1995.

This act suggests that the respective government shall provide reservation of 3%
with disabilities of which 1% shall be reserved for persons with disability, especially of :

a) Blindness or low vision
b) Hearing impairment
¢) Locomotor disability and cerebral palsy.

This act has come into force on 7th February 1996. It is a significant step in providing
the opportunities to people with disabilities and ensuring their full participation in national
building. It places an generous responsibility on the government at different levels to
ensure a holistic approach to the rehabilitation of persons with disabilities. Even before
the enactment of the legislation, various concessions and facilities have been provided to
our citizens with disabilities both by central and state governments, efforts are continuing
to strengthen those affirmative actions on the part of concerned authorities.

Scheme of Integrated Education for Disabled Children :

This is facilitated through supportive programmes by way of aids, incentives and
providing specially trained teachers. The facilities provided to the handicapped children
include books and stationary allowance, uniform allowance, reader allowance (for blind
students) and transport allowance, escort allowance, etc.

The National Handicapped Finance and Development Corporation :

The corporation assists for a wide range of income generating activities to unemployed
disabled persons whose family income is below Rs. 80,000/- p.a. for rural areas and Rs.
1,00,000/- p.a. for urban areas, by providing loan facility.

Swarnajayanti Gram Swa-rojgar Yojana (S.G.S.Y.) :

The Ministry of Human Resources Development is supporting a self employment
programme. The objective of the scheme is to bring every assisted family above the poverty
line within three years by providing income generating assets through government subsidy
and bank credit.

Special Employment Exchange :

Special cells are opened both by state & central government to provide information
about employment vacancy & registering persons with disabilities to avail employment
opportunity.

Vocational Rehabilitation Centres :

There are 17 centres supported by Ministry of Labour located all over the country. Its
chief aim is to train the persons with disability and place them into job according to their
capacity.

Schemes implemented through NGOs :
There are so many schemes which are run by NGOs, are given below.
*  Scheme to promote voluntary action for person with disabilities.

*  Scheme of assistance to disabled persons for purchase/fitting of aids and
appliances (ADIP)

*  District disability Rehabilitation Centres.
Concessions :
Transport/Travel concession for the disabled :

Ministries of Railways and Civil Aviation and Finance provide various concessions
for persons with disabilities

*x  Transport allowance.
Income Tax exception
Grant of age concession to physically handicapped (ph) persons.
Reservation for physically handicapped persons in tobe filled by promotion.
Exemptions from payment of examination fee.
Family pension.
Ad-hoc allotment of general pool-residential accommodation.

Physically handicapped government employees may get ad-hoc allotment of general
pool -residential accommodation on request after recommendation of the special committee
and on the approval of the Urban Development Ministry.

There are so many other schemes which will be useful for the betterment of differently
abled persons, but it is also a requirement to provide barrier free facilities in transport,
public facilities and in built-environment.
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In this article, Mrs. Vidushi Singh, Spl. Educator explains how to educate children/
people suffering from Cerebral Palsy (CP). She emphasizes on behavioral and occupational
teachings, so that these children can atleast learn how to behave like others normally in
their society and can manage activities relating to basic life-skills by improving basic
counting, numbering & understanding facilities.

She suggests, CP children could be trained to live an improved life independently if
they are trained from the early age.
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EMPOWERMENT :
A LIFE-STYLE IN KIRAN

It is a fact that p
KIRAN laid its working-
foundation on the
shoulders of very ground-
level workers. However, ,_
these staff have now Ty o —
proven themselves capable | ‘ ¥
for the challenging jobs in
their respective fields. It
was their sincerity and
dedication which led them
to an encouraging
destination. KIRAN
undertook responsibility to
give them in-campus or
institution-based profe-
ssional and technical trainings in the field of special education, therapies, ortho-technique,
computer, accounts, and many other vocational courses.

KIRAN is in constant caring process of giving/allowing its staff to undertake/
participate professional training, workshop and counseling whenever required and wherever
available. Moreover, in-campus, training and workshops on computer application and
spoken English are also organized from time to time in order to upgrade the working
capability of the employees.
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KIRAN canteen provides controlled diet food (lunch) with a subsidized price to its
staff. Care 1s taken to use maximum vegetable and grains produced from KIRAN's own
land through organic resources. Also KIRAN has undertaken insuring all of its staff and
trainees against accidental incidence.

Weekly classes practice on yoga, meditation and gardening (as per the liking of staff)
with the guidance of expert resource persons have helped staff knowing/improving the
ideal living skills.

Empowerment is not only to support with legal and financial strength. Empowerment,

in my understanding may also be to strengthen the process of physical, intellectual,
professional and personality development, which are addopted in KIRAN as its life-style.
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NGOs MELA : A DREAM BECAME TRUE

On 3"December, 2006, in the auspices of the International Day for Disabled, at about 3 p.m.
while we were in a full spirit managing the NGOs Mela in the campus of Sunbeam School -
Varuna, I received a call over mobile from my director, Sr. Sangeeta who was in Lucknow among
the top government officials, and dignitaries to receive state level '‘Best NGO Award'. She told,
she was present there physically, but her heart and soul were with us to experience the NGOs
Mela. This mela was organized for the first time in Varanasi among the member organizations of
the NGOs Network, Varanasi. She enquired, whether the event was successful and I responded
positive. With great excitement she told, "it was my dream which became true!"

In Varanasi, a number of NGOs are functioning in the disability sector. Each organization
has its own agenda and programme. But almost every organization suffers from creating appropriate
social awareness and problem in dealing with government agencies on various matters. Considering
these shot-falls, the need of a common agenda on a common platform was felt necessary among
all the like minded NGOs working in Varanasi. In a view to materialize this idea of the founder of
KIRAN Centre, the effort was taken to form a Network of NGOs in Varanasi, and since last two
years monthly meeting was being organized among the representatives of different NGOs. As it
happened, although there was difference of opinions on issues, but unanimously a resolution was
taken to celebrate the "International Day for Disabled" together on one platform on 3" December,
2006 among all NGOs contributing their individual programs. A Coordination Committee was
formed to organize this public event as NGOs Mela.

The Management of the Sunbeam Group of Schools was so kind to offer the campus of
Sunbeam-Varuna with the required amenities to hold this event. The mela was held on the theme
"Talent Show" where children of different abilities from member-organizations contributed
programs like: exhibition of
products, sports, cultural programs,
etc. The mela was inaugurated by
Sri Rajeev Agrawal, D.M.,
Varanasi.

The Chief Medical Officer of
Varanasi had taken initiatives to
organize a camp of medical check-
up led by the Dy. CMO. Medical
certificates were distributed to
disable children on spot. Dr. Tulsi, [*

Director, Deva Centre had undertaken to organize IQ test especially for CP children.

On this marvelous occasion, on behalf of the Coordination Committee of the NGOs Network
of Varanasi, Mr. Harsh Madhok, the Guest of Honour of the event presented Achievment Awards
to two distinguished persons with disability of Varanasi. They were : Dr. Kamaluddin Sheikh of
the Gandhian Institute of Studies, Rajghat & Dr. Suneeta Mishra of DLW.

The event of 3 December was not last to conclude the celebration. On 7" December at the
other end of the city, at Assi Ghat among hundred of inspired and conscious audience, an excellent
evening music programme and exhibition of handicrafts (by KIRAN children) were organized to
mark the conclusion of the week of the celebration. Mr. Manish Upadhyay, Director, Sumord
Computers & Mr. Pankaj , Director, Blitz Institute of Creative Arts, Sakambari Complex, Bhelupur
had taken initiatives to organize this evening programme. One thousand lamps were lighted on
the stone steps of Assi Ghat wishing longlife & sincere commitment of the NGOS Network of
Varanasi to work unitedly. We appreciate their interest to separately organizing this type of
programme; and sincerely wish that they would keep up this spirit.

With this short write-up, on behalf of the Director and Founder of KIRAN Centre, we thank
children of all member-organizations, who contributed different program to make the event a
success. We also sincerely thank to all of them without whose efforts and interest the mela would
not be successfully coming to public.

We honestly believe and hope that all the member-organizations of the esteemed NGOs
Network of Varanasi would realize the need of this UNITY in future, in order to come forward to
function on one platform for some common issues to fulfil the common interest for the WELFARE
of Persons with Disability.

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Ms. Soma Banerjee narrates that she had to pass through a poor & troublesome
childhood. She was born cripple. In 1994 at the age of seven, she was brough to KIRAN
centre where she was given physiotherapy. Her situations improved a lot & finally she
was able to walk with the help of crutches. She completed primary education in KIRAN
and later she continued her higher studies in a normal school outside. One day she fell
down from a stair-case in the school and her leg was fractured very poorly. With the help
of Sr. Sangeeta she was admitted in a private nursing home. She had to undergo a major
surgery. Her parents were afraid but due to her strong will power she was operated which
was successful. After two months she got caliper and she was able to walk again.

Later in KIRAN she was admitted to 'Grihini Course'. During this time the condi-
tion in her family became worse. Her father had to close down shop which was only
source of their income and her mother was seriously sick. She had to work and look after
her mother. Soon after her mother passed away and she lost hope in life. KIRAN Centre
once again extended its helping hand towards her and she was admitted as a trainee in Spl.
Education Depitt.

She had a dream to become a teacher. At present she is working as a helper in Spl.
Education Deptt. and living an independent life.
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On 16™ April 2007 youngsters of KIRAN had gone to Chitrakut on an educational
tour. Babulal states, that it was a valuable trip for the disable younsters. There, they vis-
ited two universities - Gramoday Vishvavidyalay and Jagadguru Bhadracharya Viklang
Vishvavidyalay.

The Gramoday Vishvavidyalay is an unique university because subjects relating to
welfare of villages are taught there. Jagadguru Bhadracharya Viklang Vishvavidyalay is
the first and only one university in the world which 1s dedicated wholely for disables.

Although Jagadguru Bhadracharyaji, the founder of JBVU himself is a born-blind
yet, his disability has never been an obstracle in his life and noble deeds. He has visited
many countries and has written hundreds of books.

The staff of both universities welcomed & cooperated the youngsters of KIRAN in
showing and explaining the ongoing activities of the universities.

This educational tour was an inspiring and informative tour for the youngsters.
