To check availability or ask for information, 
contact us by email / telephone. We can 'pencil 
you in', but to confirm your place, please post the 
booking form with deposit or payment. 

 

How to Pay:

We will send you a 
receipt, together with pre-arrival information. 

 

THE BALANCE IS PAYABLE 4 WEEKS 
BEFORE YOUR VISIT BEGINS. 
 
If you cancel with less than 4 weeks to go, we 
return 50% of your total payment, if with less than 
1 week to go we return only 10%. If you cancel on 
or after the day the visit is due to begin we retain 
the whole payment. 

 

Bookings more than 4 weeks in advance 
 
Please send with each booking a 50% deposit, 
the damage deposit cheque (see below) and one 
SAE. We will send you a receipt together with 
pre-arrival information, and an invoice telling you 
what you owe and when. 

 

Bookings less than 4 weeks in advance 
 
Include full payment, plus damage deposit – 
contact us if you are not sure how much this is. 

 

Damage deposit 
 
While we understand that accidents do happen, 

the repair/replacement of breakages and 

redecorating costs can be expensive. As a charity 

our funds are limited, so we ask hirers to deposit 

a separate cheque for £50 as a buffer against 

such events. This is return-able if no damage 

occurs. If damage costing more than this occurs 

we will ask the hiring organisation or individual to 

take responsibility for putting it right.

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The house is let as self-catering accommodation 

to one group at a time. This means that you have 

exclusive use of the following: 

Downstairs:  
• kitchen   
• dining room with large table seating up to 14  
 
• lounge with table seating up to 8 and lounge 

furniture  
 
• large meeting room with lounge furniture, 

piano and TV /DVD player. Also projection 

screen and flipchart stand available.  
 
• large studio/games room with table tennis and 

pool tables  
• quiet room   
• wheelchair accessible toilet  
 
• patio and gardens. Trampoline, wooden play 

equipment and swings for younger children 
and camp fire area are available but are used 
at your own risk.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Upstairs: 
 
We can accommodate up to 16 people in the following 
rooms: 
 
• Room 1: (ground floor) 2 single beds and small sofa 

bed (would suit 1 adult or 2 young children)   
• Room 2: 2 single beds, 1 z-bed, and washbasin   
• Room 3: 2 single beds   
• Room 4: 3 single beds   
• Room 5: 3 single beds, 1 set bunkbeds 
 
In addition there are:  
• 2 shower rooms with washbasin and toilet;   
• 1 bathroom with shower over bath, washbasin and 

toilet;   
• 1 toilet with hand basin.  
N.B. Visitors must bring their own pillowslips, single 
duvet covers/topsheets and base sheets (unfitted are 
best as beds are larger than average single) (or pillow-
slips with sleeping bag); and towels. Pillows, blankets 
and duvets are supplied. 

 

We regret that at present we are not fully 

equipped to accommodate people with a 

significant disability, although we have a stair lift 

fitted and a downstairs wetroom. 

Booking rates: 

  
Overnight letting: From 3.00 p.m. to 12.00 p.m. 
£250 (up to 16 people)  
 
(Additional day visitors (not using bedrooms) who 
are part of a group using the house for overnight 

stays are charged £8 per day per person in 
addition to the rate above) 

 
Daytime letting of house: £25 per hour or £180 
per day 

 

Hire of one room (with use of the kitchen and 
downstairs bathroom): £15 per hour or £100 per 
day 

 

Groups normally self-cater  
For groups wishing to have catering we will seek 
to source outside companies and a small 
surcharge will be charged
