To begin this process, below is a list of useful tips
to help you plan for the delivery of your future spa.

Water Supply

There must be an appropriate water supply to fill the spa,
usually a hosepipe long enough to reach the spa area. This will
also be used to refill your spa when needed throughout the year.

Electricity Supply

Plan to install an appropriate electrical supply, 13amp, 20amp or
32amp depending on which model you choose. If in doubt, we
always recommend a 32amp supply is installed where possible.
This must be protected by means of a residual current device
(RCD). We recommend that any work should be carried out by a
qualified electrician in accordance with IEE regulations. We’re
more than happy to provide full requirements for a specific
model when requested.



Base

There must be an appropriate base to hold the weight of the spa
(e.g. concrete, slabs/paving or decking). It’s not recommended
to leave the spa on grass as it may sink and damage the spa.

Access

It’s best to consider the access you have around your property.
When your spa is delivered, 1t’1l be sited using a special spa
trolley (as shown below). The spa will be mounted sideways
onto the trolley, so the depth of the spa will become the width,
and the width will become the height. If you’re unsure about the
access you have, we offer a site survey service to check for you.
Should you require a crane or Hiab, we’d be happy to help
arrange this.




Delivery

Each spa delivery is unique and our expert team will work
directly with you to assure your delivery goes smoothly. We’ll
spend a good amount of time during the installation explaining
how to use your new spa and how to use your chemicals
correctly.
