We also seek to put into practice Jesus’ teaching in the parable of the Good 
Samaritan. 

We provide mixed teams of Christians of all ages, to be available to everyone using 
the night clubs and other entertainment facilities in Bedford Town Centre on 
Saturday nights, and at other times. 

Our volunteers are nominated by local churches that may or may not be members 
of Bedford Street Angels. They must be committed within a local Christian church 
and, in the belief of the Trustees, be endeavouring to live by Biblical principles. 

Our membership is comprised of individual local churches that elect Trustees from 
time to time. 

Our day-to-day management is delegated to a Management Committee of 
Trustees and other volunteers. 

We work in co-operation with the Bedford Borough Council Licensing and 
Community Safety Teams, police, night club operators, door supervisors and taxi 
marshals, all of whom seek to keep the town centre safe for people using pubs and 
clubs at night. 

We have adopted the Faithworks Charter and abide by its principles in our dealings 
with all individuals and organisations in the course of our work. We endeavour to 
serve and respect all people regardless of their gender, marital status, race, ethnic 
origin, religion age, sexual orientation or physical and mental capacity. 
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
