#hat was going on? What on earth (except I wasn't) was 1 doing sat
in the doorway of a very small aeroplane watching the world go by? There
must be a good reason, no-one in their right mind sits in the open doorway
of an aeroplane when it is in the air!!

Well let me backtrack and start from the beginning. Are you siting
comfortably? Then 1I'll begin........

Tt all began as a small idea in November 1989. I was at university
at the time,(so I was sharing a house). One of my housemates, Emma, had been
chatting with her brother who had seen an advert in the paper which involved
an exciting way to raise money for Cancer Research. A worthy cause indeed
and it certainly gave us more of an incentive to do what we wanted to do.

After plucking up enough courage, we sent off for the sponsor
forms and a date for our charity event. A few weeks later (after much
placating of parents!) we got a date..... March 3rd 1990. I must thank my
father Dr. R.S.R. Setty at this point for all his help and support in
getting lots of sponsors from the hospital for me, without his help I think
I would have found it very difficult to raise the £250 pounds that I got.

The day finally dawned - a nerve racking day indeed. We'd
travelled down to Chichester the night before and stayed with friends. There
were 5 of us altogether........... 5 people shaking in their shoes. We were
to be trained in the morning and then actually perform in the afterncon. We
completed our training but due to poor visibilty and weather conditions, we
had to leave Chichester to return another day.

That day being Friday March 16th. The sun was shining, the wind
was right. We were actually going to do our parachute jump!!

Yes, that's what I was doing sitting in the doorway of an
aeroplane. We had to be retrained when we got there so that we knew exactly
what we were doing. We were the first planeload up - there were only four of
us now and L was the first one out!!!! AARRGH!! But first we had to be
airborne to make it all worthwhile.

When we reached our jump out height (3500ft), the instructor threw
out a roll of crepe paper over the X we were to aim for, to test the wind
direction and speed.

Ther it was oar turn with me first. The instructor said " GO! GO!
GO!" and after a moments hesitation I leapt out with my eyes tightly shut.
It takes approximately 3 - 5 seconds for the parachute to open... the
longest time of my life! My first thought was " Thank God it opened!"
closely followed by " WOW! What a view !"™ ( I had of course opened my eyes
by this time!). The parachutes we used were not the traditional round ones
but square ones used by professional sky-diving teams (we were with the
Flying Tigers) because of their ease of handling.

There is no sensation of falling, just a peaceful, floaty
feeling. We all performed a few acrobatics (nothing amazing but it felt
good!). It is one of the most amazing feelings in the world and something
that I'm glad to have done. Try it....... if you dare!
